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Hillsborough Hog Day 2008 Goes Trash-Free!  
 
The 26th annual Hillsborough Hog Day will be the first “trash free” public outdoor event to be 
held in Orange County!  
 
Hog Day, presented by the Hillsborough/Orange County Chamber of Commerce, is June 20-21 at 
the Cameron Park area in downtown Hillsborough.   
 
“Our goal is waste minimization; reducing waste in the first place, and composting and recycling 
as much as we can, says Muriel Williman with Orange County’s Solid Waste Management 
Department and Hog Day Committee member.  “While some trash is expected, we would like to 
reduce waste by 75-80%, even 90%.  With everyone’s help, we can!” 
 
Expect to see vendors serving on paper plates and bowls, or using wax paper to wrap food.   
Vendors will also be using biodegradable utensils (utensils made from corn, potato or wheat 
starch) though most people will not even notice the difference.  The goal is to be able to compost 
as much as possible. Any plastic utensils, film, condiment packets, or other plastic can 
contaminate the compost collection. 
 
Festival attendees will be asked to do their part and sort their trash at “trash sorting stations” that 
will be located through out the event grounds.  Each station will have labeled containers for the 
separation of biodegradable food and paper waste, recyclable bottles and cans, and “true” trash.  
Volunteers will staff the stations and offer festival attendees a hand to separate their wastes 
properly. 
 
Pre-consumer waste from the barbecue cookers and the BBQ contest has historically been 
recycled from Hog Day and that will continue with the additional collection of food, paper and 
other biodegradable waste.   
 
“We are very excited to have a goal of a “trash-free” Hillsborough Hog Day,” says 
Hillsborough/Orange County Chamber of Commerce Executive Director Margaret Cannell.  “The 
chamber feels it’s important to make Hog Day as green as possible, thus helping our community 
and the environment.  We hope that this festival can even serve as a model for other special 
events!” 
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Hog Day is a family event featuring a barbecue cooking contest, musical entertainment, 
children’s rides and games, antique car exhibit, arts and crafts, food vendors and more.  
Organizers anticipate 20,000 people.  The Friday June 20 activities are 6 pm – 10 pm and include 
a ticketed concert featuring the music of the groups The Deal and The Flabbergasters.  Tickets are 
$5, ages 13 and up.  On Saturday June 21, the day’s events are 9 am – 6 pm and general 
admission is $3, ages 13 and up.
